Determination of Quorum:  Twenty-five percent (9) of the members constitute a quorum.  There were eight owners represented in person and four proxies on record, totaling 12.  A quorum was reached and business was able to be transacted.
Minutes:  After review, Larry Leaman-Miller moved to approve the minutes from the 2009 annual meeting.  LT Sandvik seconded the motion and it was carried.   

Director Report: President Steve Warner reported on the accomplishments of the Board and the Association in 2010, and the financial overview of the Association for the year.  A copy of the items addressed is attached with the meeting records.
Unfinished Business:  There was no unfinished business brought before the membership.

New Business:

· The budget for 2011 was reviewed and questions were answered.  There being no member present who opposed approval of the budget, the 2011 budget was ratified.

· There was one open position on the Board, and there were three homeowners nominated to fill that position for a three-year term.  Nominees were Ryan Short, Nic Heinke and Christina Mirani.  After a secret ballot was completed, Ryan Short was elected with ten of the twelve votes to serve a three year term on the board. 
Open Forum:

· Rachel asked if there was any possibility for building garages on each property in the back yards.  The Board would keep the item under consideration, but it wasn’t likely to become an approved project.
· The Association Certificate of Insurance will be added to the web site.

· It was requested that snow should be blown/shoveled from the sidewalks onto the lawn, not into the streets.
