The regular meeting of the Board of Directors for the West Village Townhomes @ Lowry Community Association was held on April 26, 2010 at 275 Olive St., Denver, Colorado.

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

Kaye Welch was present from Western States Property Services.

Guest:  A Lawntech representative met with the Board to review summer services and discuss options for changes and maintenance of the small gardens around the property.  The Board will receive a proposal from Lawntech regarding options, costs and recommendations.  Currently sprinklers are set to run three times per week.  The Board requested using the same irrigation schedule as last year.

Minutes:  After review, the minutes from the February meeting were approved as read.  

Financials:  The balance in the operating account at the end of March 2010 was $3,099.47.  The balance in the reserve money market was $38,011.73.  Delinquency in dues at the end of March was $183.46 (all water bills).  Net profit to loss year-to-date was $6,305.90 under budget.  Financials were approved for audit.  

Managers Report & Communications:  The manager’s action item list and communications were reviewed and are included in the meeting records.

Unfinished Business:

· After discussion on what to do about replacement or repairs to the benches and trash receptacles along the walking path, the Board decided to start with the removal of all but 1 bench at each location with 2 at the location next to 260 Pontiac Street.  All wood slats that are reusable will be salvaged to replace other broken slats on the benches retained.  After damaged slats are replaced, the benches will be sanded and stained.  The Board will consider replacement at a later date when funds are available.

· The Board briefly reviewed the Updated Analysis Review and it’s recommendations.   

New Business:

· Steve volunteered to get in touch with Joel to get more information on possible grants for landscape improvements by Lowry Development.

· After discussion, the Board decided to table any further notices to owners that they had backyard trees that needed pruning.

· Reported that the top plate on Joel’s fence was damaged and that he has an area that he would like sod installed in his front yard.  

· Gutters will be cleaned and repaired this spring.  Manager will get proposal for both and email to the Board for approval.

· Larry reported that Lowry Development would schedule street drainage in the neighborhood for consideration in about five years. 

· The next meeting will be Monday, June 28, 2010 at 6:30 PM.
