The regular meeting of the Board of Directors for the West Village Townhomes @ Lowry Community Association was held on Tuesday, August 19, 2008 at 270 Pontiac, Denver, Colorado.

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

Minutes:  After review, the minutes from the June 2008 meeting were approved as read.

Financial Report:  The balance in the operating account at the end of July 2008 was minus $15,899.13.  The balance in the reserves money market account was $6,015.71.  The balance in the reserves account with Dain Rauscher was $25,575.85.  Delinquency in dues was $7,548.26, up $627.86 from June.  Year to date, the Association is over budget by $5,854.16.  Delinquencies were reviewed.  Financials were approved for audit.

Unfinished Business:

· Community workday was successful with many of the residents turning out to help weed the common area flowerbeds.  The picnic for the community was also a success later in the day with a good turnout of residents and good food.

· Landscape projects are ongoing.  Joel will get an update on the irrigation head replacement project.

· Colorado Sewer submitted a proposal to jet the main lines from manholes from 6925 to 7065 E. 3rd Avenue for $720.  After discussion, the Board decided to approve the proposal and to add the section behind 270 Pontiac for jetting.

· After discussion on the fence responsibility, the manager was directed to submit a letter written by Joel to the Association attorney for review and direction on the next step to amend the existing Declarations.

New Business:

· It was noted that when a complaint is received in writing regarding a neighboring back yard, a warning letter will be mailed to the offending homeowner and fines may follow.

· The Board will be considering replacement of the wood benches in the common areas along the footpath with something more durable.

· Gutters seem to need maintenance, and the landscape crew and mowers are crushing the kick outs.  It was decided that in the fall, the gutters would be cleaned out and all repairs made, including securing as necessary to the soffits.  Also, kick outs will have a concrete splash block placed underneath to ensure mowers don’t mow over the kick out.

· The Board would like Greg Hegerty from Lawntech to visit with them at the next meeting to go over 2009 landscape contract and snow removal.

· The next meeting will be September 23rd at Stephanie’s home.

Adjournment:  There being nothing further brought up for discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 7:40 PM.
