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1.  The Board of Directors is making the big project around the property this year the updating of the “lollipop” areas in the front of each building between units.  The Landscape Committee will be checking with homeowners on any preference they may have based on the basic approved plan for an average cost of $616 per area.  
2. Major tree pruning has been completed for 2011, unless an emergency of some impact pops up.  
3. Sod replacement has been completed where necessary.
4. Yet to come, walkway weed control and shrub trimming by the landscape contractor.
5. Gutter cleaning, not done in the spring this year is scheduled to be completed shortly.  Seems with the heavy rains recently, the gutters and downspouts are in need of attention.  With a rainfall of 2 inches within a 30 minute time span, water cannot drain appropriately from roofs and will flow out over the gutters, so cleaning may help with better draining.      
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
