REMINDER:  For changes that you wish to make to the exterior of your townhome must first be approved by the Board of Directors and the Design Review Committee.  Please request an application form if you wish to apply for approval.

The process is brief and we will get back to you within a week or two, depending on the complexity of the project on the application.  Please be reminded that if you build, install or place anything on the exterior of your townhome without prior written approval, the Association reserves the right to require removal of or change to the project.

REMINDER:  The Association has a website which holds information, minutes, financials and governing documents of the Association for your convenience. INFORMATION:  

The Association will be contracting for Colorado Sewer to jet the common sewer lines that serve the 3rd Avenue corridor along the north side this spring.  No date has been set yet, but you should not expect any inconvenience during this process.

The Board will be addressing the deteriorated wood on the benches and waste containers along the walk path this year.  Some of the benches will be removed and the wood slats salvaged to replace on the remaining benches, and then the wood will be sanded and stained.  

The Association insurance agent has been changed to Peliton Insurance Agency this year.  For a Certificate of Insurance for your bank or mortgage company, just call them at 303-771-1800 and let them know where to send the Certificate.  To discuss opening a claim against the HOA insurance, please contact Kaye at WSPS.  The HOA deductible is $5,000, which may be charged back to a homeowner if that owner was responsible for or negligent in some way and caused the claim incident, so check your personal liability coverage on your unit to ensure your insurance will cover an HOA deductible you may be responsible to the HOA for.

We will be making an inspection of the gutters and downspouts and scheduling a work order for repair, replacement, change to, cleaning out of all gutters and downspouts.  Please let Kaye know if you have anything that needs repair so we can put it on the work order.
